Camping
Bike Hike – The Bike Hike will be held May 14-15. As in previous years, we will be taking the trail between Fountain and Lanesboro, along the Root River. Meet at church at 7:00 a.m. having already eaten breakfast, bring a bag lunch (coolers will be provided as well as koolaid for lunch), bring $5-10 for lunch on the way back (either Burger King, McDonalds or Subway). Scouts will call home for rides when we arrive back at church around 4:00 p.m. Sunday. Brian Bullock from the Kaposia District Office will also be participating in this event.

Tomahawk – We will be attending summer camp at Tomahawk July 9 - 16. Tomahawk is for ALL scouts, and is an excellent opportunity to camp, work on merit badges and advancement and have FUN!!! The total cost for Tomahawk is $195, and your reservation and $25 deposit are due MARCH 21st! (New scouts joining the troop in March do not need to commit to camp just yet). NOTE: If it has been 3 years since your last physical (applies mostly to new scouts and boys currently in 8th and 11th grades) you will need another physical before you can go to camp. Please see Mrs. Schwab or Mr. Corniea to obtain a Class 2 physical form for your doctor to complete. For all others, your parents MUST sign your current physical form before you can leave for camp. Mrs. Schwab has your existing forms, and your parents can sign them at any time – the sooner the better though! Swimming – We will be scheduling a date at the YMCA for scouts to take their swimming tests. There are different levels of testing, and all scouts need to participate for Tomahawk. For scouts not yet 1st Class, passing the BSA test (swimming 100 yards using two power strokes and one resting stroke as well as float for 1 minute) will meet the swimming requirement for 1st Class rank. You will be notified of the date as soon as it is scheduled. If you are unable to test at the YMCA, you can still take your test when you get to Tomahawk.

Camping – What to Pack – 
The troop will review the guidelines on what to pack for the troop outing on May 9th. This is in anticipation of the Bike Hike and also Tomahawk this summer. If you have any questions please contact your patrol leader.
